1. Call to Order and Roll Call.

    Funds approved for this project.  The total cost for the project is approximately $225,000.  Benton & Associates will continue

    to work on the plans and provide new figures.

A deadline of May 12, 2025, for all unpaid balances to be paid was set, with a shutoff date of May 13, 2025, for those remaining delinquent established.

Discussion and possible action regarding City lawn mower(s).  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Smith to keep the current arrangement with Sloan Implement of Winchester regarding City lawn mowers.  Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Lyons and Alderman Smith voted aye.
Discussion concerning summer help.  Mr. Lyons reported he is pleased with the current status of part time help and therefore, is requesting no additional help at this time.
