MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING MAY 06, 2025 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present at roll call were: Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Lyons, Alderman Nagel and Alderman Smith.  Alderman Robinette arrived at 7:15 pm.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
American Legion Auxiliary and Sons – a request was made to block off East State Street the first weekend of August for the Ride for Veteran’s.  The council stated there would not be an issue.
Waverly Public Library – Aurora Grimmett reported that the new librarian has resigned and a new search has started.  A request was made for financial support from the City for new computers at the Library.  The issue was tabled until next month, when the Library will present specifics.
Waverly Community Angels – Waverly Picnic Beer License.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Lyons to approve the Special Liquor License for the dates of July 25 and 26.  Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Lyons, Alderman Nagel and Alderman Smith voted aye.
Rusty Walls – Water Bill.  Mr. Walls is concerned with his water usage.  John Lyons has checked the meter several times, finding no issues but stated he would re-check with Mr. Walls present.
Barry / Annie Austin – Mr. Austin is continuing his request to buy land from the City adjacent to his property at Waverly Lake.  Despite a vote on the issue at the December 2024 City Council Meeting, Mr. Austin is requesting the City reconsider his request.
