MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING JULY 06, 2021 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
The City Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Duewer at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Mayor Duewer, Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland and Alderman Gray.  Alderman Durako and Alderman Nagel were absent.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Allison Points, representing the Waverly Community Picnic was present and made the request that Mud Volleyball be allowed in the park this year in the same spot as last year.  This was approved.  Ms. Points also requested the closure of the block of state Street State which borders the south side of Salter Park for kid’s activities.  This was approved from the American Legion to the east and a walkway for the Legion will be in place.  A walkway will also ne placed on North Pearl Street for the Sport’s Booster’s Tent located on West Temple Street.  Ms. Points also requested garbage containers and port-a-potties, as in previous years.  This was addressed later on during the meeting.
Barry Austin was present and asked about new riprap at Waverly Lake.  The Council stated that this is part of a larger project as part of the 391 Grant and work continues with Jeff Boeckler.  Mr. Austin requested to be present at the next Council meeting for an update.
Darla Stewart, representing the Waverly Public Library, was present to give an update on activities at the library.

The FY2021 Per Capita Award Letter was received in the amount of $1927.83, the Illinois Public Library Annual Report

(IPLAR) has been submitted, the Summer Reading Program entitled “Reading Colors Our World” kicks off on Saturday, July 

10th and runs through August 21st, the Library Board will meet on July 15th and new officers will be elected and the library is
in need of repairs as a result of the recent rain.  Aldermen will be invited to view the damage.

Final reading of 2021-2022 Appropriations – the document present was approved with one change in the amount of money appropriated for Tree Removal and Replacement (increased from $11.000 to $25,000.  Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Campbell to approve the 2021-2022 Appropriations Ordinance.  All present voted aye. 
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve a Special Liquor license for Sport’s Boosters at the Waverly Community Picnic for August 27th and 28th.  All present voted aye.
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Baines to approve payment for port-a-potties (provided by D&C Portable Sanitation) and garbage (2 dumpsters provided by Republic Services) for the Waverly Community Picnic.  All present voted aye.
10. Police

Chief Johnson presented his activity report for the month of June.  The Chief is currently awaiting assignments for the Academy, one part-time officer will be on temporary leave and the Illinois State Police is now requiring all police recruits to be vaccinated.
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Baines to increase the pay for PT Officer Mike Robinson retroactive to 05/07/2021.

11. Streets and Alleys
Jamie Headen of Benton & Associates presented the final report of the Sewer Project, which is now complete and came in under budget.  Our sewer system is in good shape.  The first payment will be due on September 1, 2021.  Mr. Headen also said that he is exploring the possibility of a Department of Natural Resources 50/50 Grant for Parks and Playgrounds.  He will keep the Council posted on developments.
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Campbell to approve the final report and to begin the payment process for this project.  All present voted aye.

Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Campbell to accept the resignation of Ron Fisher as Chairman of the Zoning Committee and to accept the nomination of Tony Miller as the new Chairman.  Mr. Fisher has agreed to continue on the Zoning Committee to assist in transition to Chairman Miller.  All present voted aye.

The bathroom renovations at Salter Park project is placed on hold until further notice
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Baines to approve a $250 donation to Boy Scouts for their assistance with placement of flags and during the Spring Heavy Trash Clean-Up Day.  All present voted aye.
The Heavy Trash Clean-up Day for Fall 2021 will be set upon receipt of a date from Republic Services (new owners of Flowers Sanitation).  Once the date is received, notice will be given to the public.
The City Clerk will work with the City Attorney regarding the Boat Dock process at Waverly Lake.
16. New Business
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve pay increases for city employees effective July 1, 2021.  All present voted aye.
Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to increase pay for Linda Seiz for cleaning the city office.  All present voted aye.
Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to keep Executive Session Minutes closed.  All present voted aye.
The City Clerk will work with the City Attorney to develop a process by which the city can purchase abandoned properties within the city.  This will be an on-going discussion item.
Auditors will be at City Hall on July 20, 21, 22, and 23 to conduct the annual audit
