It was reported that the demolition of the houses at 338 East State and 398 West Tremont are complete and it was noted that Rawlings Excavating of Jacksonville did a wonderful job.  The buildings at 129 & 143 North Pearl are down and clean up continues.  Jaren Industries of Springfield was in charge of the project and also did a wonderful job with this difficult task.
