MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING NOVEMBER 2, 2021 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Alderman Baines, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Durako and Alderman Gray.  Alderman Campbell and Alderman Nagel were not present.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Randy Shine – choose not to appear at the meeting.
4. Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the October 12, 2021 Meeting and Finance Committee Meeting on October 19, 2021
Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve the minutes of the City Council Meeting on 10/12/21 and the Finance Committee Meeting on 10/19/21.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Durako to approve the reports of the Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer.  All present voted aye.
6. Pay October Bills Due in November 2021
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Baines to pay the October bills due in November 2021.
7. Municipal
Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation, State Route 104 Project.  On-going discussion.  It was reported that Mr, Headon has reached out to Representative Davidsmeyer, is awaiting a response, with the next step being a discussion with IDOT regarding any available grants.  This remains as an on-going issue with a potential move of the emergency water line between Waverly and Franklin being a possibility.
8. Finance
Dan Cody, Estes, Bridgewater & Ogden reported that the audit was good and that no concerns or problems exist for the City of Waverly finances.
Discussion and possible approval of a Resolution to establish a City Utility Improvement Fund for Water (originally approved in September 2020 for Gas and Water) and closing Illinois Funds Water and Sewer Account.  This issue was tabled until the December meeting and a revised Resolution will be presented for discussion ad possible approval.
Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Baines to approve the Illinois Counties Risk Management Trust Renewal Application – Curt Reznicek is the Insurance Agent (responsible party).  All present voted aye.
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve the Resolution authorizing participation in the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation Project.  All present voted aye.
10. Police

Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Durako to approve the annual increase for Officer Phares and Officer Shirkey effective October 1, 2021.  Chief Johnson declined his annual increase.  All present voted aye.
The issue of the traffic ignoring the 4-way stop sign at the corner of Routes 104 and 111 was discussed with the installation of a flashing red light being discussed with IDOT.  Additionally, a well-marked crosswalk at the school is also in discussion and these continue.
Officer Kirchhofer will graduate from the Academy on December 3rd which will make him eligible with full duty.

Alderman Gray reported the Finance Committee met on 10/19/21 to discuss utilization of the State of Illinois Non-Entitlement Units (NEU) funds from ARPA’s Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery (“CLFR”) funds.  This discussion will continue.

Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Gray to approve of change in the service contract from Mickey’s Linen to Aramark effective January 1, 2022.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action regarding our natural gas loan and an optional repayment plan from Illinois Finance Authority (suggestion made by auditors) in lieu of one lump sum.  This issue was tabled until the December meeting.
