1. Call to Order and Roll Call.

2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Jack Casey, New Energy Equity - Discussion concerning proposal for the Lake Property Farm Land.  A proposal to lease lake property for a Solar Farm was presented.  The issue will be discussed by the Council with no decision being made at this time.  
Barry & Anna Austin – they are still awaiting a decision from the Council regarding purchase of land.  The issue will be addressed at the next meeting when a full council is present.

Discussion regarding City of Waverly CDs.  The Council directed the Treasurer to begin the process to obtain a more favorable interest from Peoples Bank and Trust, with no penalty for early withdraw of funds.

Jamie Headen, Benton & Associates - Illinois Rt. 104 project.  Discussion and possible action regarding sale of City property to the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) for the Route 104 project.  AWAITING PRICE FROM IDOT.
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding reconsideration of the shelter at Salter Park.  This issue is tabled until Spring 2026.

Determination of Estimated Amounts of Money Necessary to be Raised by Taxation for Tax Year 2025.  Second reading of the Annual Tax Levy for the City of Waverly.  The amount of $2340 which was levied previously for the WVFD will nt be placed in Tree Removal.  The final document will be voted no at the December meeting.
